Tired Of Rising Electricity Bills in NSW?

“Installing a Solar Hot Water today is the single biggest change a family can make to reduce their energy use” said Mr David Payne of Enviro Friendly Products, a locally owned and operated solar business. “The average home owner can see savings of over $600.00 and a repayment on their investment in as little as 4 years based on the current rebates still available.” They will then make increasing savings for many years to come.”

The price of electrical power in NSW continues to climb, and home owners are feeling the pinch. It is projected that the cost of energy retail customers will pay for the power they consume in their home will increase by up to 60% by 2013 from 2009 levels. 

The average NSW home uses 7500kw of electricity per annum, which can see family’s annual power bill of well over $2000.00- and rising rapidly.

If a family has a standard electric hot water system currently servicing their home it probably represents around 1/3 of the total amount of power changed on their energy bill. That’s over $650.00 per year and represents the single biggest area where money and green house gases can be saved.

Currently there are still multiple state and federal government rebates open to NSW home owners who replace their old inefficient electric hot water systems with Solar Hot Water . They can then enjoy a reduction in hot water energy cost of up to 90%.

As the recent dramatic change in the NSW Solar Bonus Scheme announced last week with just 13 hours notice demonstrates, governments can and do change policies on rebates and incentives overnight. In fact NSW has slashed it’s rebate on solar hot water  in the past 12 months from a high of $1200.00 to just $300, and the Federal government rebate dropped from $1600 to $1000. 

With the phasing out of Electric Hot water systems over the next 2 years as a partnership agreement between the Federal Government and the States and Territories, the likelihood is that both the current $1000 federal and $300 NSW SHW rebates will be withdrawn. Recent times have shown that where new mandates of product exist government rebates are removed. We don’t know when they’ll be changed, but customers will be $1300 worse off than today.

Acting now can help secure the family home from the rapidly rising cost of power, while still attracting all the available rebates before home owners are forced into  technologies such as Solar Hot Water through the phasing out of Electric Hot Water systems.
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
